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Bird Watching
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Explore the birds from freshwater

to saltwater wetland with a local
bird guide.
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Eco-Printing
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Print leaf patterns from the island
onto fabric using eco-printing
techniques. Participants can be
involved in the entire process from
start to finish.
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Coconut Shell Crafts
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Transform coconut shells into
valuable products, such as souvenirs
and home decorations that reflect

the coastal community's unique
character.
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Organic Sangyod Rice
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A learning center of organic
Sangyod rice grown on the island.
Visitors can participate in rice
farming experiences during the

early rainy season and play kites in
the dry season.
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Natural Dyeing
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Create colorful clothing using
natural dyes from plants. Each
plant produces a unique color. You
can make appointments to create
your own dyed fabrics.
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Learning ancient techniques for
drawing patterns on fabric to create
your colorful bags using popular
designs.
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Stingless Bee Farm
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A stingless bee center that collects
nectar from mangrove forests,
resulting in a unique flavor. Visitors
can participate in activities such
as releasing stingless bees into
community forests with local
guides.
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Local Cuisine
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Join locals in gathering ingredients
for cooking, such as collecting
shellfish from mudflats or harvesting
seasonal vegetables to prepare
traditional dishes.
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A learning center showcasing
ancient community ways
of life, including fishing and
traditional fire-making using
natural materials.
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Community Tourism
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Khlong Prasong (Koh Klang) adapts to wetlands.
A way of life relates to the landscape, such as a
field—seasonal rice, mudflat area—raking shells,
mangrove forest—placing crab traps, canal mouth
area—products from a palm tree, and sea—a food
source. You can watch water birds and migratory
birds. These activities make visiting Khlong Pra-
song like learning from the community.
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This area is close to the city center, so it is easy
to visit within one day. We can stop by to do a
workshop and buy souvenirs. You can travel from
Thara Public Park Pier and Suan Chaofa Pier
throughout the day. There is a three-wheeler at
the pier for transportation on the island. You can
also explore the area on foot or by bike and expe-
rience the way of life of the Muslim community
along the journey.
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
